Frontline Fellowship welcomes you to the start of our upcoming Great Commission Course, commencing on Friday 24 June, just outside Simonstown near Cape Town. For those arriving in Cape Town by bus, train or plane, transport will be arranged to the campsite. Final registration and room assignments will be dealt with on Friday afternoon 24 June.  Registration begins at 3:00pm; the programme will start at 4:00pm.
Those applying to participate in the Great Commission Course should also study the separate BWS camp sheet for any special camp information. There will be an overlap of information and requirements. Please note that participation in the GCC is a privilege and selection procedures need to give preference to those seriously dedicated to missions. As there are normally far more who want to complete the GCC than space allows we will be selecting the most suitable in light of performance and behaviour in the first week at the BWS.
This is a participatory course and exposure to a missionary experience. It is not a five star accommodation of being ‘served’ but learning to ‘serve’. There will be a room sharing situation and some rooms may be crowded. Please take note.
The leadership reserves the right to dismiss any participant whose influence and/or conduct becomes in any way detrimental to the best interest of the others.  No refund will be made for absences, dismissals or withdrawals before the end of your session, except in cases on doctor’s orders, in which the remaining course fees may be refunded.

Please also bring outfits suitable for daily outreaches and Sunday church services (i.e. men – tie & jacket, ladies – dresses or skirts).  Do not bring any electronic games or music players.  Musical instruments can be brought for worship.  Do also remember to bring your own Bible, pen and notebook as well as toiletry kit.  Please bring your own eating utensils for the camp, as well as your own bedding (sleeping bag/blanket and pillow).  The rooms have beds and mattresses, but no bedding.

For practicals, hikes and other outdoor activities during the Great Commission Course you will need hiking boots, backpack (medium size), water bottle, and warm cap.  Weather on hikes can be unpredictable, as this is the winter, rainy season. Jacket or warm jerseys are essential.
We recommend that you begin incorporating physical exercise, walking and running each day to build up your stamina for the hikes, PT and other outdoors activities. It is essential that you be prepared for strenuous physical training and hiking. The GCC is an intense and practical missions programme and not for the feint hearted. Please remember to include PT clothes.
Please bring sufficient pocket money to cover optional items, such as: laundry (after the camp), sweets, souvenirs and books you may want to purchase.

Important Camp information
Please read the following carefully, and contact us should you have further questions

What to bring:  Your Bible, pens, note book/s, sleeping bag or bedding, eating utensils, and all toiletries including towels, soap and shampoo.  We’d also encourage you to bring musical instruments of choice for special music or worship with your friends.

What not to bring:  The camp provides mattresses.  Please DO NOT bring disc/walkmans, radios, video game players, inappropriate literature or music, tobacco products (including chewing tobacco) or alcohol.  You may bring accompaniment tapes for special music for the Variety Concert/Talent Show.

Room Allocation: There will be a room sharing situation but with sensitivity and priority given to the needs of friends/families. There will be adequate access to bathrooms.

What to wear:  As you pack, keep in mind that this is a Christian leadership seminar.  Neat and modest clothing is to be worn at all times.  Short shorts, miniskirts, tank tops, tight shirts and shirts that expose your stomach are not acceptable; jeans are fine for lectures but not for church services and outreaches.  Your clothes worn during sports time should also be modest. For Sunday worship service – modest dresses/skirts for ladies.  Suit and tie or dress shirt and slacks for men.  Swim suits must be modest or add a dark T-shirt over it. No bikinis, please. Bring warm jacket/jersey in case of weather change. Please note; bring sufficient clothing (for the camp) as no laundry facilities will be available.

Recreation:  The BWS will include a wide range of fun activities for you to choose from.  We’ll have “Sports times” in the afternoon, including soccer and volleyball.  There are also nice hiking or running trails near the camp centre.  Don’t forget your favourite hiking boots or faithful broken-in running shoes!

Extra Spending Money:  You will wish to bring extra spending money for books, the tuck shop, souvenirs, extra activities and other incidentals.

If you are flying or taking the bus:  Plan to arrive in Cape Town before 12 noon on Friday, 24 June 2011, so that we can transport you to the conference centre in time for registration. Please let us know your flight or bus details in good time (admin@frontline.org.za). Any person arriving later than 12 noon, 24 June, should make their own way to the conference. 

About your departure:  Ensure that departure plans are in place. The BWS concludes after lunch (2:00PM) on Friday, 1 July 2011.  We will provide transportation to the airport/bus terminals after packing up and cleaning.  Keep this in mind when making your reservations for flights or bus travel.

Cancellations:  We certainly hope you do not have to cancel; but should that be necessary, please contact us immediately.  

Cancellations must be received 14 days before the first day of the course for a refund. Kindly note that a penalty will be charged

Participants of the Great Commission Course:  Transportation to the GCC venue will be provided to those who have qualified and fully registered and paid for the second stretch of the Great Commission Course.
